The American Turkish Society and Moon and Stars Project seek your support for A Tribute Concert for
Hrant Dink: Arto Tuncboyaciyan featuring Yash-Ar, an honest and determined effort to follow in the
footsteps of the late Turkish-Armenian journalist in embracing peace and fostering dialogue between the
peoples of Turkey and Armenia and their respective communities around the world.

Performing on Saturday, May 8t at the Hunter College Kaye Playhouse at 8:00 pm, Arto Tuncboyaciyan
and Yash-Ar will present a selection from their album “Against Hatred and Animosity,” which includes a
special song dedicated to the memory of Hrant Dink, along with Tuncboyaciyan’s timeless songs. The
proceeds of the concert will go to the International Hrant Dink Foundation (IHDF).

The International Hrant Dink Foundation was founded in 2007 to carry on Hrant Dink’s legacy. The
Foundation defines the development of a culture of dialogue, empathy and peace as the basis of all its
activities, which concentrate on the following areas: working toward equal opportunity among children
and young people, and supporting their creativity; ensuring that cultural diversity is recognized as
richness and differences are acknowledged as a right; developing cultural relations among the peoples of
Turkey, Armenia and Europe; supporting Turkey’s democratization process; supporting efforts to write
histories devoid of nationalism and racism; gathering articles, photographs, and documents about Hrant
Dink. The Foundation undertakes multifaceted activities in these areas, such as publishing books,
creating archives, organizing summer schools, organizing film, music, visual arts, dance and literature
festivals, and giving awards in memory of Hrant Dink.

Yash-ar, a musical collaboration between Arto Tun¢boyaciyan and Yasar Kurt arose as a mutual desire to
unite against hatred, intolerance and revenge. The group, which derives its name from the Turkish word
‘living’ (which is also the first parts of the artists’ names), was formed in 2007 and consists of several
accomplished Armenian and Turkish musicians. The group made its first performance for the Peace for
Rock Festival held in Istanbul in August, 2007.

Arto Tuncboyaciyan is a world renowned percussionist and avant-garde folk artist who appeared on
more than 200 records in Europe before arriving in the United States in 1981. Adored by his Turkish,
Armenian, and American fans, he has worked with numerous jazz legends including Chet Baker, Al Di
Meola, and Joe Zawinul as well as Paul Winter & The Earth Band. He continues to work with the
Armenian musicians with whom he founded The Armenian Navy Band, and with Armenian oud player
Ara Dinkjian, with whom he founded the group Night Ark. He has also worked with Turkish pop star
Sezen Aksu and Greek singer Eleftheria Arvanitaki. One of Arto’s latest efforts is SERART- a
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collaboration between himself and rock artist Serj Tankian. He is a multi instrumentalist who
incorporates various instruments in his songs from traditional duduk, zurna, kemanche, and kanun to
contemporary trombone, sax, tenor, trumpets, bass, drums and piano.

Practicing music professionally since 1993, Turkish composer Yagar Kurt fronts his own alternative music
group Beyaz Yunus (White Dolphin). His albums include Sokak Sarkilari (Street Songs), recorded in
Germany, Gondermeler (Referrals) and Reflex, both released in Turkey, and most recently Anne- a collection
album under his own music label.
