His Excellency Abdullah Gül was born in Kayseri on October 29, 1950. After he graduated from Kayseri High School, he continued his education at Istanbul University in the Department of Economics. He spent two years in London and Exeter for his academic studies while pursuing his PhD. He received his doctoral degree from Istanbul University in 1983. President Gül worked as an economist at the headquarters of the Islamic Development Bank in Jeddah from 1983 to 1991. He was elected from Kayseri as a Member of the Turkish Grand National Assembly (TBMM) for five consecutive terms between 1991-2007. He was a member of the Plan and Budget Committee of the TBMM from 1991 to 1995. He worked as a member in the Committee on Culture, Science and Education, Committee on Economic Affairs and Development, and the Political Affairs Committee in the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe (PACE) from 1991 to 2001.  He served as a member of the Foreign Affairs Committee in the TBMM from 1995 to 2001.  President Gül was the Spokesman and the Minister of State in the 54th government formed in 1996  and served as the Deputy Chairman in charge of Legal and Political Affairs.  He became the Prime Minister and formed the 58th Government on November 18, 2002.  He served as the Deputy Prime Minister and the Foreign Minister in the 59th Government from 2003 to 2007. President Gül was elected by the TBMM as the eleventh President of the Republic of Turkey on August 28, 2007.
